What will come home with your child and what will the communication about reading
look like?

They will read 3 times a week in small groups of no more than 6. The book they read will be
sent home as an e-Book to share and show off! This will be sent via Evidence -Me and will
have a commentary of what they covered and learnt that week.

A decodable book of a similar level will be sent home and a library book to share. These 2
books will be changed on a set day, once a week every 6 weeks, the end of each half term —
class teachers will check in with the physical book band going home and change if
necessary.

They will also respond to the home reading that has taken place. 1-1 reading and teacher
comments will not be as frequent, they will be every 6 weeks.
