Winter

Why do we use different materials for different jobs?

To understand what a material is (difference between an object and the material it is made from) – to be taught throughout
· To identify and name a range of materials (wood, plastic, glass, metal, water and rock)
· To be able to classify objects (transparent, translucent and opaque)
· To be able to describe objects made from different materials (absorbent, waterproof etc)
· To be able to describe and classify objects made from different materials (verbalise can they sort in different ways?)
· To understand what a prediction is (class prediction and investigation)
· To be able to make a prediction (Which material will be the best to use to clean up a spill?)

Spring

	Plants 7 weeks
What do the roots do?

To be able to name and identify plants and trees in my local area – to be taught at forest school and revisited throughout (ie starters)

· To explore the different parts of a plant
· To be able to identify the different parts of a plant
· To be able to set up an investigation (broad beans – to see the roots, record by drawing twice weekly)
· To explore the different parts of a tree (outside put labels on the different parts)
· To be able to identify the parts of a tree
· To understand that there is a difference between deciduous and evergreen tress
· To be able to identify deciduous and evergreen trees

Seasonal Changes 3 weeks
Summer

· To be able to explain what happens to the weather in Summer
· To observe the weather over a week (record daily) Does the weather stay the same over a week? Revisit the weather from previous weather watcher weeks – how is the weather different each time?
· To understand how the weather changes during the 4 seasons
